1. Rules and Regulations: General Rules and Regulations apply to this division as well
as those rules listed below and in specific breed divisions, ie: Angus, Charolais, Salers, etc.

2. Breeding Cattle. Judges are instructed to award prizes for breeding cattle in the
different classes and in the order in which they, as buyers, would make selection for breed-
ing purposes. The primary objective of the show is to encourage the breeding and feeding of
improved breeds and types of livestock for well-defined practical purposes. In groups, encour-
agement will be given to uniformity of breed type.

3. Bull(s). A bull over one year of age without a ring in his nose will be excluded from
exhibition at the discretion of Stock Show and in the interest of safety to spectators.

4. Breed Association Sales. All animals entered in the “Hill” sales must be entered in
Stock Show classes and with the National Breed Association.

5. Breed Registration. Any animal entered in the Carload and/or Pen Division(s) in the

“Yards” is not eligible to show in individual classes on the “Hill” and vice versa, unless specified
otherwise within specific Livestock Breed Division(s).

1. The National Western Stock Show will collect an entry fee of forty ($40.00) dollars
per head entered plus a ten ($10.00) dollar administrative fee with fee and entry mailed
directly to National Western Stock Show offices. All Canadian and International exhibitors
must pay all fees in United States funds.

2. All entries must be halter broke to lead, as they will be shown individually in the
Stockyards Arena.

3. Animals competing in the Braunvieh Show must be duly recorded in the Braunvieh
Association of America (BAA) Herd Book.

4.  Animals must be Fullblood or Purebred (7/8 Braunvieh blood for females and
15/16 Braunvieh blood for males) to qualify for the FB/PB Braunvieh show. Animals with
less than purebred Braunvieh blood, and 25% or greater Braunvieh blood, will be shown
in a separate Braunvieh Beef Builder show with the same classification as the FB/PB
Braunvieh.

5. The BAA reserves the right to provide the judge and audience with the Expected
Progeny Difference (EPDs) values, ultrasound data (collected by a certified technician),
scrotal circumference for bulls, weights and ratios for performance and weights with weigh-
per day of age. These performance figures can be presented in their entirety or any com-
bination deemed necessary by the BAA.

6. Heifers exhibited at 20 months of age or older (not females in the cow/calf class)
must be accompanied by a certificate of pregnancy by a licensed veterinarian. For heifers
used in embryo transfer, a certificate of positive fertility issued by a licensed veterinarian
must be available for inspection. Heifers 28 months or older must have a calf by side.

7. Cow calf pairs to 30 months old will show in appropriate heifer class as age would
indicate. Those same pairs can compete for champion female/heifer. Pairs older than 30
months will compete separately and will not be eligible for champion female/heifer. Calves
exhibited in the cow/calf class cannot be over 9 months of age. Calves from the cow/calf
class can be entered as individuals in the show.

8.  Bulls will be eligible to show until they reach 32 months of age. Bulls exhibited at
14 months of age or older must have a positive semen test and a certificate to that effect.
The certificate must be available for inspection. Bulls 12 months and older must have a
nose ring to be shown.

9. Braunvieh entries will not be entered in a specific show class at time of entry.
Determination of classes will be made at the show, after all animals are checked in. No
classes shall contain more that 12 head or have an age spread of more than 90 days,
unless the animals are over two years old. Classes will be divided into as nearly equal
numbers as is possible. Class divisions will depend on natural breaks of entries and the
final number of animals checked in.

10. No dyes, paints or other substances to alter animals natural color will be allowed.
Violation will result in disqualification.

11. No cosmetic surgeries other than surgical dehorning will be allowed. Violation will
result in disqualification.

12. Only generally accepted fitting practices will be allowed. Violation will be cause
for disqualification. Show committee will make ruling on a case by case basis. Animals
disqualified will forfeit entry fees, awards and show points. Appeals will be forwarded to
ethics committee and Executive Vice President.

13. Protests will be made to Show committee with a $150.00 protest fee. If ruling in
favor of protest, fee will be refunded. If ruling against, fee will be forfeited.

14. Appeals will be made to Show committee with a $150.00 appeal fee. Appeal
will be forwarded with all information to ethics committee and Executive Vice President. If
appeal granted, fee will be returned with reinstatement of show points and any other for-
feited entry fees and awards. If appeal denied, fee will be forfeited.

15. Decision of ethics committee and Executive Vice President will be final.

1st place in each individual
class will receive fifty ($50) dollars and the remainder of the premium money will be award-
ed on a graduated scale to 2nd and 3rd place after the show has been completed.
The National Western Stock Show awards ribbons to winners in each class through 5th
place, rosettes to Class Champions and Reserve Class Champions and banners to Grand
Champions and Reserve Grand Champions.
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
