In the event entries exceed the limit, a random draw may be conducted to fill the 
appropriate classes.

50 DOG LIMIT
ENTRY FEE:  $50.00 PER DOG

NO WAIT LIST - NO SUBSTITUTIONS
	 1. Handler takes position behind line and raises hand to signify ready.
	 2. Sheep are released from far end of arena.  Time begins when either release 
gate is closed or handler sends dog, whichever is first.
	 3. Sheep go between the two (2) barrels and then are driven in a figure eight pat-
tern around both barrels.
	 4. Handler may leave position behind line when his FIRST sheep has crossed the 
imaginary line between the two barrels when completing the figure eight.
	 5. Sheep are driven through the chute.  Handler is free to station himself on either 
side of the chute at any time.
	 6. Time stops when sheep have been penned and gate closed.
	 7. The twenty (20) dogs with the fastest times completing the course the farthest 
will proceed to the Finals.  Final placings will be determined by the fastest cumulative times 
from the qualifying round and the Final round.
	 8. JUDGE’S DECISION IS FINAL!
Contestants may be disqualified for:
	 1. Failure to follow pattern with any or all sheep.  Handler/dog team must suc-
cessfully negotiate each obstacle with ALL SHEEP before proceeding to next phase.
	 2. Handler leaving handler’s line before first sheep has crossed imaginary line 
between the barrels.
	 3. Once handler has grasped rope at pen gate he must not intentionally let go until 
the sheep have been penned.
	 4. Handler may not touch the sheep in any way while on the course.  Handler may 
not use pen gate to push or bump sheep into the pen.
	 5. The judge may disqualify any dog for incompetent work or “grips” at his/her 
discretion.
	 6. Any handler showing unsportsmanlike conduct of any kind or using abusive 
language at any time may be disqualified and will forfeit any monies won and be barred from 
further competition in this event.
Premiums will be paid to 10 places.  First place will receive $500 plus a buckle.  Second 
through tenth places will be paid on a graduated scale.

	 The Open Cattle Stock Dog Trial will be open to fifty (50) dogs for the 
qualifying round.  The top 20 dogs from the qualifying round will advance to the 
Open Cattle Finals.   This will be a time and points trial incorporating Outrun, 
Fetch, Drive, and Pen work.  Course and rules will be explained at the handlers’ 
meeting immediately prior to the event. 

Seventy-five percent (75%) of the entry fees will be jackpotted.  Premiums will be 
paid to the top 5 places.  First place will receive premium plus a buckle.  Second 
through fifth places will be paid on a graduated scale.

INTERMEDIATE SHEEP
40 DOG LIMIT

ENTRY FEE:  $40.00 PER DOG

NO WAIT LIST - NO SUBSTITUTIONS

	 The Intermediate Sheep Stock Dog Trial will be open to 40 dogs.  The 
course will be the standard Pro-Novice course incorporating an Outrun, Lift, Fetch 
(no fetch gates), one leg of Drive, and a Pen.  Three (3) sheep will be used and 
standard USBCHA rules will apply.

Premiums will be paid to 5 places.  First place will receive $350 plus a buckle.  
Second through fifth places will be paid on a graduated scale.
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Abuse of animals in any form will not be allowed 
or tolerated.  

Any violation of this rule will result in immediate 
disqualification.
