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1. Rules and Regulations:  General Rules and Regulations apply to this division as well 
as those rules listed below and in specific breed divisions, ie: Angus, Charolais, Salers, etc.

  
 2. Breeding Cattle. Judges are instructed to award prizes for breeding cattle in the 

different classes and in the order in which they, as buyers, would make selection for breed-
ing purposes. The primary objective of the show is to encourage the breeding and feeding of 
improved breeds and types of livestock for well-defined practical purposes. In groups, encour-
agement will be given to uniformity of breed type.

 3. Bull(s).  A bull over one year of age without a ring in his nose will be excluded from 
exhibition at the discretion of Stock Show and in the interest of safety to spectators.

4. Breed Association Sales. All animals entered in the “Hill” sales must be entered in 
Stock Show classes and with the National Breed Association.

5. Breed Registration. Any animal entered in the Carload and/or Pen Division(s) in the 
“Yards” is not eligible to show in individual classes on the “Hill” and vice versa, unless specified 
otherwise within specific Livestock Breed Division(s).

1.    National Western Stock Show will collect an entry fee of forty ($40.00) dollars per 
head entered plus a ten ($10.00) dollar administrative fee with fee and entry mailed directly 
to National Western Stock Show offices. All Canadian and International exhibitors must pay 
all fees in United States funds.

2.	 All animals must be recorded in the name of the exhibitor prior to November 15, 
2007.  Exhibitors must have the original registration certificate on each animal available for 
inspection at the show.  There will be a Fullblood show and a Percentage/Purebred (1/2, 
3/4, 7/8, etc.) show.  Group classes can contain both Percentage or Purebred and Fullblood 
cattle in the same group and will all compete against each other.

3.	 Proof of satisfactory semen evaluation for bulls born prior to September 1, 2006 
must be submitted at the time of check-in.

4.	 Cattle must be entered and exhibited under the recorded ownership at the time 
of the show entry deadline.  Jointly owned animals must be entered and shown under the 
multi-ownership (all co-owners) in the individual classes.

5.	 All animals must be properly tattooed, including herd prefix, and will be inspected 
at the show.  Tattoo must be legible and must match registration papers.

6.	 All cattle must meet the health requirements set out by the Show Management as 
outlined beginning on page 33.  Any deviation will be just cause for immediate disqualifica-
tion from the show.

7.	 All bulls born before September 1, 2006 must show with a noselead.  The right 
to disqualify from the show any animal deemed unmanageable is reserved by the show 
committee.

8.	 All females born before September 1, 2005 must be shown with a calf at side.  All 
females born September 1, 2005 to April 30, 2006 must be accompanied by a verification of 
pregnancy signed by a licensed veterinarian.  Exception to the rule of safe in calf will apply 
to: 1) a donor female that has produced fertile eggs in the previous twelve (12) months as 
verified in a written statement from a licensed veterinarian or 2) females shown with calf at 
side.

9.	 All females shown in the cow/calf classes with a calf over 150 days must be bred 
back and must be accompanied by a verification of pregnancy signed by a licensed vet-
erinarian.  Exception to the safe in calf rule will apply to a donor female that has produced 
eggs in the previous twelve (12) months as verified by a written statement from a licensed 
veterinarian.
     10.	 Calf at side in the cow/calf classes must not be born before May 1, 2007 and must 
be her natural born calf (not an embryo calf born to another recipient).
     11.     Any person found guilty of misrepresentation, or not abiding by the show 
rules, will be disqualified and denied the privilege of showing.

12.   The individual classes will be made up and divided after the cattle are checked in 
at the show.   Any of the classes may be split if classes become too large, at the discretion 
of show management.  They will be judged from the youngest class to the oldest class. 

13.   Any animal entered in the Pen Division is not eligible to show in the individual 
classes, and vice versa.

14.   American Lowline Registry offers $5,000.00 of the premiums in the following 
classes and the National Western Stock Show offers $5,000.00. Combined premiums are 
shown below. All premiums to be paid directly from National Western Stock Show offices.
