
Colorado Barrel Racer is Successful  
at National Western 

  
DENVER --- Kathy Van’t Hull made the 75-mile trip from Colorado Springs to 

compete at the 98th National Western Stock Show Rodeo in the women’s barrel race on 
Sunday and Monday.  
 

This was the first time that she had brought her Palomino mare to the Denver 
Coliseum to compete in the rodeo. With an enthusiastic crowd cheering her on, she made 
the fastest run around the cloverleaf pattern here so far on Sunday. She stopped the U.S. 
Smokeless Tobacco Company Clock in 14.90 seconds. She made her second run her 
during the Monday matinee performance and while she had a significantly slower time, 
she was again successful with a time of 15.20 seconds.  
 

The most important part about Monday’s run for Van’t Hull was that it put her in 
second place in the over-all standings. She has a total time of 30.10 seconds, just one 
one-hundredth of a second slower than that of leader Katti Cash from Wilcox, Ariz. 

All of the competition here features two complete rounds. The top 12 from those 
rounds will advance to the Wrangler ProRodeo Tour round on Sunday, Jan. 25. There are 
still 10 performances left before the tour round, but Van’t Hull’s time is very likely to get 
her a third opportunity to compete.  
 

The first rounds of the bareback riding and saddle bronc riding will be completed 
here on Tuesday. Those contestants will be finding their way back to Denver for their 
second opportunity. The steer wrestling, calf roping, team roping, barrel race and bull 
riding competitions are all back-to-back. Contestants have their first round competition in 
one performance and their second in the next consecutive performance.  
 

There are two performances of the National Western Stock Show on Tuesday at 2
